Teaching
assignments and service will be both on campus and online. The successful candidate will also
develop curricula in Ethnic Studies and provide leading Ethnic Studies discipline expertise in the
growth of the Ethnic Studies Program, collaborating with faculty colleagues from across the disciplines.

Standard duties expected of all full-time faculty include development, assessment, and revision of
curricula and textbooks; program review; Student Learning Outcomes assessment; maintaining
scheduled office hours; attending department/division meetings; pursuing professional growth
activities; service on district and/or college committees; and working with other departments and
community partners to improve student success.

Knowledge and application of the major epistemological considerations informing the discipline of

Ethnic Studies, including relevant history and contexts of the field, contributing theories, and

pedagogical approaches.
